3. It is brought to our notice that creation ofA.PAAR ID has slowed due to mismatch of student's details in
UDISE+ database, birth certificate maintained in school record and Aadhaar 1D, ————————>
4, You would agree with me that most of the students provides birth certificate as a proof of date of birth

and parents documents such as Aadhaar Card, Voter ID Card, Driving License etc as address proof, Further,
Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA) vide its notification No. 1/1212014-VS(CRS) dated 30.06.2015 has stated that
correctian in date of birth in birth certificate is not allowed however, correction in name of the child can be made
after adhering to the set procedure such as publishing of the advertisement in the local newspaper and state’s
official Gazette publication. A copy of the circular is attached for reference.

5. In view of the above. | would like to advise you lo issue suitable guidelines to the schools under your
States/UTs jurisdiction to follow the following safeguards while doing UDISE+ dala entry.

i) If birth certificate of child is available then UDISE+ record should reflect the same name and
date of birth in portal irrespective of the name entered in Aadhaar ID.
ii) If name in Aadhaar ID and birth certificate is same and record in UDISE+ is different, then
. updation in UDISE+ as per birth certificate is to be carried out. e
iii) If record of child in birth certificate and UDISE+ is same but different in Aadhaar ID then

correction to be made in Aadhaar ID and not in UDISE+ database. However, if the parents of
the students desire in writing about the change in the name of the students then the SoP as per
the MHA guidelines may be followed to make correction in the school records.

iv) If birth certificate is not available and the child is admitted on the basis of some other relevant
document, then UDISE+ data entry to be done based on Aadhaar ID.,

This office has received requests from many States regarding procedure to bé
followed in respect of change in name and date of birth of the child in birth record. As
you are aware that based on the clarification given by the Union Law Ministry in the past
(which was published in the Handbook on Civil Registration) change of name is not
allowed in the registration record. However, in respect of change in name, the Minisn'yl
of Law has allowed to put “alias” between both names. This procedure is foHowed in

many States.

2. Taken into consideration the request received from various quarters through Court
Orders or individual applications , it is observed that errors-in name in birth record

occurs due to negligent recording by hos'.pital -authorities or by the informant in ‘birth" .

reporting forms. Applications for correction in name are filed by the individuals when -
the birth certificates are to be produced for school admission, issue of passport etc. '
Considering the requirements of birth certificate with correct names, it has been decided
 that the request of change in name may: be considered by the Registrar, if he/ she is
satisfied with the authenttcxty of the documents submitted by the applicant, the Registrar
is authorized to consider the request of change In name. As far as possible, the concern
Registrar may use the term “alias” in respect of change in name and prefer to write both: -
